Legislative framework
Protected Areas Act (Act No. 57 of 2003)

A The [Minister/MEC] is empowered, under section
23(1) of the National Environmental Protected Areas
Act, 57 of 2003, to declare an area as a Nature
Reserve If:

A 1t has significant natural features or biodiversity;

A s in need of long-term protection for the maintenance
of its biodiversity or for the provision of environmental

goods and services.
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Legislative framework cont.

Biodiversity Act (Act No. 10 Of 2004)

Objectives:

Athe management and conservation of biological diversity

Ahe use of indigenous biological resources in a sustainable manner; and
Ato provide for co-operative governance in biodiversity management

Biodiversity management agreements

The Minister may enter into a biodiversity management agreement with the
person, organization or organ of state identified in terms of section 43(2), or
any other suitable person, organization or organ of state, regarding the
implementation of a biodiversity management plan, or any aspect of it.

Includes declaration as a Nature Reserve
(S 23 of NEM:PA Act)

CONSERVATION AREA
— Voluntary conservation area, single sites, properties,
